• Mandatory, secure, large-scale English proficiency assessment administered annually to 

Kindergarten through 12th grade students identified as English Language Learners. 

• Assesses the 4 language domains: Listening, Speaking, Reading & Writing. 

• Serves as one of multiple measures used to determine whether students are prepared to exit 
English language support programs. 

• Helps students and families understand students’ current level of English proficiency along the 
developmental continuum. 

• Provides teachers with information they can use to enhance instruction and learning. 

• Provides districts with information that helps evaluate the effectiveness of ESL/bilingual 
programs.
